The critical hermeneutic immanent in the creative expressions of the students who have contributed
to this magazine is a radical gesture which destabilizes the post-political zeitgeist underpinning the neoliberal
aesthetic. In the poems and articles, one can discern a new language of empathy which underscores the
desirability of the ideas of inter-subjectivity and inter-dependency to create a possibility of Begumpura (a land
without sorrow, this term was used by Indian Saint Ravidas in his poem titled “Begumpura” to signify a ‘happy
world’).

Though the world is full of plethora of opportunities for the creative minds to express their creativity,
college magazine is an easily available site to creatively engage with various ideas, themes and issues. Through
the college magazine, students can share their hitherto unexpressed and unrepresented musings on life. Writing
is not an ordinary act; while writing one can overcome spiritual dissonance caused by the world. One learns to
connect with oneself and with world. William Wordsworth aptly defined poetry as “spontaneous overflow of
powerful emotions, it takes its origin from emotions recollected in tranquility”. Poetry can be deemed as the first
and the most natural expression of human beings. People can easily relate to poetry. It has enormous power
to capture people’s imagination. Gayatri Chakravorty Spivak in An Aesthetic Education in the Era of Globalization
observes that globalization has permeated every corner of our life yet it can never affect the “sensory equipment
of the experiencing being”in a major way. A flicker of hope emerges from the fact that the poetic self remains
impervious to the corrosive effect of globalization. While reading poems, articles and other write ups published
in the magazine, | was amazed to see how these contributions do a wonderful job of undoing the hegemonic
aesthetic.

To differentiate between History and Past it is first
B.A (Hons) English Il year ~ important to understand that History is always for someone, it always
has a purpose, and is always about power. The past, which is gone can
only be brought back to us by the historians in the form of books, articles,
documentaries, etc, but not as actual events. And therefore, we as audiences tend to believe what we read and
see in those historical records. Second, history is a limited form of knowledge of the past that only scrapes its
surface. Only a very tiny fraction of what has happened can ever be recounted. This is because of the immensity
of the past, the gulf between the past events and account of those events and an inescapable bias. Third, history
is deeply reliant on memory. Most memories perish with their holders, but histories long outlive their writers.
But what separates history from memory is that, history is less open to alteration than memory. Last, history
extends and enriches through records and relics. The lack of written history does not mean that pre- literates
had no past. Wordless nature is historical too. Stones, trees, and animals have a knowable past but no history
because no conscious purposes animated that past.

The logic of history is
not discovery but of
construction, construction of
the past events based upon
the pieces of evidence that
are left. History carries within
it its author’s philosophy or
‘take’ on present, past and
future. French critic Roland
Barthes called this the‘reality
effect’. We can only represent
the past through the form
we give to its reality. History
and Past are therefore two
_ i e individual concepts that

Challenging Civilizational Hierarchy—

Things Fall Apart: A Review

When | selected ‘Things Fall Apart’ a novel
by the Nigerian writer Chinua Achebe, to read this
summer, | had no inkling as to what | was in for.
Achebe is a master story-teller and it is amazing
that he wrote this novel at the young age of 28, way
back in 1958. At that time Nigeria was poised for its
independence from the British colonial rule. In a bold
statement expressing the mood of independence
the writer chose to write his story in the form of a
‘novel’- a genre that did not belong to the Nigerian
culture- and, in a foreign language, that is, English
--to give glimpses of the rich culture of Nigeria
thereby busting the myth of the superiority of the
western culture over the so called ‘savage’ traditions
of his country.

The setting of the novel is a province of pre-
colonial Nigeria of the late nineteenth century till
the coming of colonists. The novel is divided into
three parts. The tribal society, its different traditions
are described vividly in the first section of the novel.
The author deliberately employs the traditional
style in this section where stories and proverbs form
a major part of the narrative. In the second part
where the colonists start impacting the locals by
converting them to Christianity, proverbs are used
less frequently, and so are stories to help the narrative
move forward. In the final section when the colonists

have spread their tentacles in the religious life of
the locals, questioned their traditions, replaced their
legal system and commercial practices with those of
the colonist, proverbs vanish. Some kind of George
Orwell’s dystopian language of Nineteen Eighty-four
comes into existence where the relationship between
language and human emotions, that hold society
together, vanish, and eventually things falls apart.

Things Fall Apart is the story of Okonkwo the
leader of one of the nine tribes in southern part of
Nigeria He has earned his leadership by defeating a
wrestler in a match and hence treated as a powerful
man.Heliveswith histhree wivesand several children.
In contrast to this hyper-masculine Okonkwo is his
father, a good for nothing fellow with a fondness for
playing the flute. Though appearing only briefly in
the story, the father is always present in the narrative
as a foil to the ambition of his ‘successful’ son who
makes every effort not to be like his father.

The even keel of the life in the village is
disturbed when a woman of Okonkwo's tribe is killed
by a member of another tribe. To escape war, in which
there was no chance of success and more misery, the
other tribe sends a virgin and a boy- the son of the
murderer- as penalty. The boy stays in the chieftain’s
house till the final judgment is delivered three years
later. Meanwhile Okonkwo develops fatherly feelings
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for the boy, and has great difficulty in carrying out
the last piece of judgment which is to kill the boy. It
would be ‘womanly’; he believes, to be soft in such
matters, so he kills the boy with his own hands. His
biological son, whom Okonkwo does not give much
importance to, comes to know of the killing, grieves
about the loss of someone he thought of as his
brother and grows resentful of his father’s ways.

In the second part of the story, Okonkwo
accidently kills the son of one of his clan group. As
per the custom of the tribe, Okonkwo is pronounced
guilty of a 'feminine’ crime (since it was accidental)
and is banished from the village for seven years with
his family. Curiously, while’‘masculinity’is expected of
a tribal chief he is sent to his mother’s family village
because ‘Mother supports all’ is another principle
followed in the tribe. He goes with his family to
the village of his mother where his maternal uncle
and his family help him settle down in his new life.
Okonkwo is a beaten man now but the most tragic
blow comes when his eldest son , who resented his
father’s cruel actions, converts to Christianity. He is
devastated for he foresees that now his place among
ancestors is also doomed as there would be no son to
perform the last rites properly! In anger he disowns
his son. The tragedy of Okonkwo’s life is that he tries
his best not to be like his own father and now has
a son who is like his grandfather, and, the honour
of his clan pushes him to kill a boy who was in real
image of the son he always wanted! Okonkwo also
loses the opportunities provided by fate to redeem
himself and finally meets a tragic end. There is also
some kind of poetic justice for the poor boy who was
earlier killed by him

The third section of the novel is about the
return of Okonkwo to his village after seven years
of banishment. He is full of hope that he would be
able to regain his prosperity, status and leadership
position unaware of the inroads the colonists had
made in his hometown. Most of his kinsmen had
converted to Christianity, convinced that their way
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of living was outdated, resigned to the power of the
rulers and were in no mood for any clash with the new
dispensation. Okonkwo tries to motivate them but
comes into direct conflict with the authorities when
he kills a messenger of the government. His people
refuse to support him. Heartbroken, he commits
suicide. As per the custom of his tribe, his clan -men
refuse to touch his body as suicide is treated as an
abomination by the tribals. In a cruel twist of faith,
like his father, Okonkwo is not buried as per the clan’s
customs and his body is taken by the authorities.

On the face of it, the story sounds simple but as
a matter of fact this simplicity is misleading. Achebe
gives out layers of messages in one go. The title of
the novel borrowed from WB Yeats famous poem
‘The Second Coming'’is full of foreboding. Things fall
apart and the center cannot hold...." and ends with
‘mere anarchy is loosed upon the world’ --which is
what happens towards the end of the story.

The influence of Yeats is more than just in the
title of the novel. Achebe actually demonstrates
through his writing what Yeats talked about on the
destruction of civilization in his celebrated work’ The
Vision’ According to Yeats civilization cannot survive
if the people are inflexible about changing with the
times. Civilizations end if the evolutionary process is
disturbed by external forces. The protagonist stuck
to the old redundant beliefs about ‘masculinity vs.
feminism;, and, kinship being more important than
practical issues of life.

In the course of his narrative Achebe also
questions the idea of civilization coming from the
colonists based on greed and illegality. There are
very powerful pictures of the indigenous people
giving more importance to their words than caring
for their safety. By this the author almost rubbishes
the claim of superiority of culture and civilization
tom-tommed by the West and tries correcting the
image of Africa which in the western literature was
painted as the ‘Dark Continent’, peopled by savages!

To expand our
project further we launched spiral bound diaries as our
new product which was recieved very positively by a
large number of people and to provide these women
with many more such opportunities we are surveying
market to embellish them with our products. Our
remarkable achievements include the entrepreneurial
debut of Ruksaar, who under the constant guidance of
our members became efficient enough to start her own
business and made us immensely proud.

*Project Nistaaran*- Enactus PGDAV launched its new,
waste management project, PROJECT fAEaROT, where
we team up with the 34 waste pickers of Defence colony
to clean it of the heaps of garbage and start our journey
towards a cleaner society. The Project involves the sale

of organic manure to cut down the use of fertilizers in
plantation units. It aims at making wonders out of waste
and at the same time helping the community of waste
pickers that earn a living out of this waste collection, by
upgrading their work to a greener job, make their jobs
safe, respected, recognized and clean for them while
simultaneously reducing the current dependency on
land to dispose off the waste naturally.The compost is
made in the most natural ways and is packed in cotton
recyclable bags, adding a plus point to our eco-friendly
product. The project is already a success with more
than 70 kgs being sold within a month of launch.

*Project Sugandh*- Our third super innovative
project which was launched this year itself, named
Project SUGANDH, aims at increasing the sanctity of
houses under sheer environment friendly methods.
Agarbatti, which is an integral part of any Hindu ritual,
is an essential during performing rituals. It not only
spreads mesmerizing aroma but also piety. Keeping
this in view, we launched our eco-friendly venture,
which manufactures incense sticks made purely out
of cow dung. Our incense sticks are handrolled by the
women of vulnerable sections of the society. Incense
Sticks made out of Cow Dung increases the organicity
of the product and minimises the pollution caused
by the ordinary ones. Cow dung Agarbatti provides a
naturally aesthetic and spiritual environment. Due to
the uniqueness of our product, we have been able to
sell more than 200 agarbattis on its launch day itself,
and the number is increasing everyday!

Shri Triloki Nath Chaturvedi

(18 January 1928 - 5 January 2020)

5th January brought sad news about the passing
away of ShriTriloki Nath Chaturvedi, theillustrious Chairman
of the Governing Body of P.G.D.A.V. College. Soon a pall
of gloom spread across the country. His demise brought
curtains to a brilliant career in public services spanning six
decades.

He completed his school education at Tirwa and
Kannauj in Uttar Pradesh. He pursued graduation at Christ
Church College, Kanpur and post-graduation at University
of Allahabad. In 1950, At the age of twenty-two, he
joined Indian Civil Service where he held many important
positions such as the post of union home secretary. He was
a mentor to many young civil servants who remember TNC
sir as compassionate, soft-spoken, well read and a thorough
professional.

Trilokinath Chaturvedi worked as Comptroller and
Auditor General (CAG) of India from 1984 to 1989. It is
righty said that his tenure as CAG gave a new meaning
and significance to this important constitutional position.
While as CAG, he prepared a report in 1989 that found
irregularities in the purchase of the Bofors gun by then
Congress government led by Rajiv Gandhi. Bofors scandal
eventually brought down the Rajiv Gandhi government.

After his retirement in 1989, Shri Chaturvedi led
a very active public life. In 1989 he contested Lok Sabha
election from Kannauj but lost. He was elected to Rajya
Sabha in July 1992 where he was re-elected in July 1998. As
a member of Rajya Sabha he was a member of a number of

parliamentary committees.

He was appointed as the Governor of Karnataka in
2002 by the Atal Bihari Vajpayee Government. When in 2004,
NDA government was defeated, Trilokinath Chaturvedi
readied to relinquish his office in the best traditions of
democracy. But such was his stature, such his reputation for
impartiality that he was requested to stay on and retained
the office of Governor till 2007.

He was awarded Padam Vibhushan in 1991.

‘A scholar in bureaucracy and politics, wrote Gopal
Krishna Gandhi who was junior to Trilokinath Chaturvedi
in civil services and also a fellow Governor. ‘He had one
partiality. For books and people who wrote and read books.
He had lasting friendships with men of letters belonging to
different political ideologies. To say that he was widely read
would be an understatement. His collection of books grew
so much that he had to maintain two personal libraries one
at Jaipur and the other one at his Noida residence.

He wrote several books. He was the editor of Indian
Journal of Public Administration for 28 years from 1970
to 1998. In recognition of his scholarly pursuits he was
awarded Honorary Doctorate (D. Litt.) by Punjab University,
Chandigarh and Lal Bahadur Shastri Sanskrit Vidyapeeth,
New Delhi.

With his passing away, not only P.G.D.A.V. College has
lost its head of the family but the country has lost a scholar
administrator of great eminence.
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
